Beaulac has presented numerous public art projects, solo exhibitions, group exhibitions 

and artist residencies across Quebec, Canada and abroad. She has developed and 

produced several projects thanks to the generous support of various organizations like 

the Canada Council for the Arts, the Québec Council for the Arts, the Longueuil Council 

for the arts, the Société de développement des entreprises culturelles, as well as Les 

Offices jeunesse Internationaux du Québec.
